We entreat you on behalf of Christ, be reconciled to God. For our sake he made him to
be sin who knew no sin, so that in him we might become the righteousness of God.

As we work together with him, we urge you also not to accept the grace of God in vain.
For he says,
“At an acceptable time I have listened to you,
and on a day of salvation I have helped you.”



See, now is the acceptable time; see, now is the day of salvation! We are putting no
obstacle in anyone’s way, so that no fault may be found with our ministry, but as
servants of God we have commended ourselves in every way: through great endurance,
in afflictions, hardships, calamities, beatings, imprisonments, riots, labors, sleepless
nights, hunger; by purity, knowledge, patience, kindness, holiness of spirit, genuine
love, truthful speech, and the power of God; with the weapons of righteousness for the
right hand and for the left; in honor and dishonor, in ill repute and good repute. We are
treated as impostors, and yet are true; as unknown, and yet are well known; as dying,
and see-- we are alive; as punished, and yet not killed; as sorrowful, yet always rejoicing;
as poor, yet making many rich; as having nothing, and yet possessing everything.

So we are ambassadors for Christ; it is as though God were appealing through us, and
the appeal that we make in Christ’s name is: be reconciled to God. For our sake God
made the sinless one into sin, so that in him we might become the goodness of God. As
his fellow workers, we beg you once again not to neglect the grace of God that you have
received.

For he says: “At the favourable time, I have listened to you; on the day of salvation I
came to your help.”

Well, now is the favourable time; this is the day of salvation. We do nothing that people
might object to, so as not to bring discredit on our function as God’s servants. Instead,
we prove we are servants of God by great fortitude in times of suffering: in times of
hardship and distress; when we are flogged, or sent to prison, or mobbed; labouring,
sleepless, starving. We prove we are God’s servants by our purity, knowledge, patience
and kindness; by a spirit of holiness, by a love free from affectation; by the word of truth
and by the power of God; by being armed with the weapons of righteousness in the
right hand and in the left, prepared for honour or disgrace, for blame or praise; taken
for impostors while we are genuine; obscure yet famous; said to be dying and here are
we alive; rumoured to be executed before we are sentenced; thought most miserable and
yet we are always rejoicing; taken for paupers though we make others rich, for people
having nothing though we have everything.

Invitation to a Holy Lent BCP 264
Presider ~ Dear People of God: The first Christians observed with great devotion the
days of our Lord’s passion and resurrection, and it became the custom of the Church to
prepare for them by a season of penitence and fasting.

This season of Lent provided a time in which converts to the faith were prepared for
Holy Baptism. It was also a time when those who, because of notorious sins, had been
separated from the body of the faithful were reconciled by penitence and forgiveness,
and restored to the fellowship of the Church. Thereby, the whole congregation was put
in mind of the message of pardon and absolution set forth in the Gospel of our Savior,
and of the need which all Christians continually have to renew their repentance and

faith.

I invite you, therefore, in the name of the Church, to the observance of a holy Lent, by
self-examination and repentance; by prayer, fasting, and self-denial; and by reading and
meditating on God’s holy Word.

And, to make a right beginning of repentance, and as a mark of our mortal nature, let us
now kneel before the Lord, our maker and redeemer.

Silence is then kept for a time, all kneeling.

The Blessing of Ashes BCP 265
Presider  Almighty God, you have created us out of the dust of the earth: Grant that these
ashes may be to us a sign of our mortality and penitence, that we may remember that it is
only by your gracious gift that we are given everlasting life; through Jesus Christ our Savior.

The ashes are imposed with the following words:

For all false judgments, for uncharitable thoughts toward our neighbors,
and for our prejudice and contempt toward those who differ from us,
Accept our repentance, Lord.



For our waste and pollution of your creation,
and our lack of concern for those who come after us,
Accept our repentance, Lord.

Restore us, good Lord, and let your anger depart from us;
Favorably hear us, for your mercy is great.

Accomplish in us the work of your salvation,
That we may show forth your glory in the world.

By the cross and passion of your Son our Lord,
Bring us with all your saints to the joy of his resurrection.

Presider We celebrate the memorial of our redemption, O Father, in this sacrifice of
praise and thanksgiving. Recalling his death, resurrection, and ascension, we offer you
these gifts. Sanctify them by your Holy Spirit to be for your people the Body and Blood

of your Son, the holy food and drink of new and unending life in him.

Invitation to Communion
Presider The Gifts of God for the People of God.

Receiving communion is an act of renewing one's commitment to Christ and receiving grace to
continue to follow him. Please join us in the circle, even if you choose not to receive communion,
which you can indicate by crossing your arms over your chest as the servers come by. If you
choose not to receive, the priest will say a blessing over you instead.

Distribution of Communion

The bread is distributed first. Please hold out your hands to indicate your desire to receive; the
priest will place the bread in your hand. Gluten-free wafers are available if needed; they are in a
separate gold container on the paten (plate) with the bread.

The wine will be served in the common cup (chalice) and from a flagon (pitcher) that is not shared
with others. To receive from the non-shared flagon, you must have brought a cup from home;
hold out that cup as the servers come around so they can see that you would like to receive from
the flagon instead of the chalice. If you would like to abstain from the wine entirely, cross your
arms over your chest when the wine comes by.
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For Online Participants: Prayer for Spiritual Communion

Those not physically present to receive communion can say this prayer while communion is
being distributed: “In union, O Lord, with the faithful of St. John's, where the Holy Eucharist is
now being celebrated, | desire to offer you praise and thanksgiving. | present to you my soul and
body, with the earnest wish that | may always be united to you. And since | cannot now receive
you sacramentally, | beseech you to come spiritually into my heart. | unite myself with you and
embrace you with all the love of my soul. Let nothing ever separate you from me. May | live in
you, and may Yyou live in me, both in this life and in the life to come. Amen.”
